
Aged Dogs Accommodation
We are launching a new appeal to fund the building of accommodation
to give a ‘home from home’ for the older dog that comes into our care.
At present the building is a very run down old brick cowshed, requiring
funds to enable us to do the renovation work that needs to be done, and
obviously quite a lot of money will be needed!

We take in dogs of all ages at the Centre and it is
the more mature ones that can take longer to re-
home. People are very often put off adopting an
elderly animal because of the possible high costs
of veterinary care, and the heartbreak of losing
them after a short time. These animals will
remain at the Centre until they are either re-
homed or time catches up with them; therefore
we would like new accommodation to provide
more of a ‘home’ environment for them to spend
their days rather than living in the kennels. There
will be a secure patio area outside and access to a
large field for them to take gentle exercise in. 

Two such dogs currently with us are Pinto and
Elsa (photographed here). They have been with
us for a considerable period now and are both
around 9/10 years old. Although very loving and
gentle dogs, their age is against them when it

comes to being chosen for a new home.

The new accommodation will be close to the Centre Manager’s home, thus
providing easier round the clock care as and when required with a minimum of
disruption for the other resident animals. 

We are all very excited about this project and are really looking forward to its
completion although this may still be some way off. The appeal has already been
started with a very generous donation in memory of Mr & Mrs Wallace Keen and
daughter Miss Rosa Keen who were long time supporters of the Trust and we are
sure they would approve of how their legacy will be spent.
